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P R E FA C E .

AMONGST the scanty documents illustrative Of the early history
Of Scotland which have reached us, a distinguished rank is to
be assigned to the Chronicle ofMelrose . The ChroniconSanctae
Crucis, which alone cancompete with it inantiquity, is inferior
indetail aswell as inextent ; and its age gives it anundisputed
advantage over the writings Of Fordun,Wyntoun, Barbour, and
Bower. The era, aswell as the locality, of its compositionplaces
it above the chronicles of Hemingford, Gray, and that Of the
monks Of Lanercost, how valuable soever these annalsmay be in
the illustrationof the later periods Of our history. It is to the

pages Of this chronicle alone that wemust advert for the general
history of Scotland during several re igns, asnarrated by Scotch
men; and, excepting the briefnotices Of the Chronicle OfHoly.

rood, we have no other contemporaneous annalist until we
arrive at Barbour and Fordun, both Of whomwrote about a cen.
tury after the abrupt terminationOf the Chronicle OfMelrose .

The present edition, like the former, is founded solely upon
the authority Of the Cottonianmanuscript, Faustina, B. ix. It is

a questionof extreme importance whether thatmanuscript be an
unique copy, or Whether the text which it supplies mightnot
be corrected or augmented by other manuscripts Of equal value .

As far as the researches Of the Editor enable him to judge, he
is decidedly of opinionthatno other early copy has beenpre

A
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served. There isnone inthe British Museum,nor is any indi
cated inthe extensive CatalogusManuscriptorumAnglia: et H i
berniee,nor inthe more recent lists Of the libraries at Lambeth,
Stow, or Durham, or inthe general catalogues Of manuscripts
compiled by Montfauconand Haenel. And yet, onthe other
hand, the writers at the end of the seventeenth and beginningof
the e ighteenth century, would induce us to suppose thatmanu
scripts existed inScotland which exhibited considerable and
important variations from the text published by Gale and Fell
from the Cottoniancopy. It is asserted by Sir George Mac

kenzie ,’ that “
certainly that Englishmanuscript is veryunfaith

ful, for most Of the things relating to ournationare omitted,
as particularly about the beginning, inthe year 844. Ourmanu
script observes (which the English hasnot), that Alpinking Of

the Scots died, to Whom succeeded his sonKenneth, who beat
the Picts and was declared first king of all Scotland, to the

water of Tine ; and after it expresses inhis epitaph,

And it observes that he was called the first king OfAlbany,not
because he was the first who made the Scottish laws, but be
cause he was the first king of all Scotland. Ina subsequent
page of the same work, he says, I reflect not onthe publish
ers of the manuscript of the abbacy of Melros, printed at Ox

ford, for I honour every thing that comes-from that learned
society ina special manner ; but it isno reflectiononthem to

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land, although it couldnot be so exact as the othermonasteries,
since it was oft-times Of old under the Saxons, who would cer

tainly lessenwhat relates to us. And thus the fault lay inthe
copy , and not inthe publishers, for the author of that manu
script calls Bede our counteryman, so he must have beenthen
our enemy ; but, however, it begins not with Alpin, as the

Doctor alleges, though I mentionthat because he isnot men
tioned inthe Oxford edition. It declares that it is to-continue
where the reverend Bede left, and so it is a proof of ournation
and history for that t ime , and the differences of that shall be

printed.

”

Sir James D alrymple tells us that he willnot be at the pains
to compare the Oxford editionwith the manuscript copies to
be found inScotland or England, but that he will content him
selfwith the printed one .1r

N icolson, inhis Scottish H istorical L ibrary, had done much
to perpetuate this belief, and has inother respects clouded the

subject by the unguarded, erroneous, and contradictorymanner
inwhich he speaks Of our Chronicle . The authoritywhich isgen
erally attached to his work, somewhat undeservedly, renders it
necessary to examine his statements, without reverting to those
advanced by Mackenzie and Dalrymple, which he incorporates
W ith his own. He agrees with the former Of these writers that
Gale

s text is imperfect ; and after quoting the following sen
tence— Rex Malcolmus Scotorum, veniens ad regem Anglia
Henricumapud Cestriam, devenit homo suus, eO modo quo avus

Yet one Of hi s subsequent Ob
servations seems intended to prove that the Scottish Copies are

Scottish Hi storical L ibrary has writtenhis not ice of this im
portant chronicle withoutgivinghimself the trouble Of examin
ing the stability Of the arguments uponwhich rest his theories
and assertions.

The latest author, as far as the editor is aware ,whomakes this
statement is Spottiswood,who re iterates the assertionthat the

Oxford editionpublished inthe year 1684, doesnot agree with
our but he supports it byno quotations or other
proofs, and inthis idea he seems blindly to follow earlier autho

rities.

The author, or rather the authors, Of this Chronicle cannot
now be ascertained. It has hitherto beencustomary to ascribe

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Since , however, the dispersionof error is a step, and that not
anunimportant one, towards the attainment of truth, a few

sentences may be devoted inexamining the accuracy of the

statements hitherto promulgated as to the authorship, anti
quity, etc. of this Chronicle, before venturing to make any oh

servations uponthese important subjects .

N icolson, Dalrymple , and others, state that it is partly the
productionof English writers, partly of Scotchmen. The first
portion, which they ascribe to anEnglish author, extends, say
they, to about the period whenthe little convent of Dundrai
nand was inconfirmationof which they add that
Bede is styled decus et gloria gentis It might be
urged, with great reason, that the writer of that introduction,
considering Bede, as he afterwards styles him, doctor non
solumAnglorumverum etiamuniversa ecclesia ,

” might,
without any breach ofnational feeling, use the words gentzls
nostrce ; see ing that the great luminary of the Saxonchurch,

whomhe so much admires, and whose labours itwas the Object

Of his present employment to continue, was born, spent a long
life , and died, withinless thana hundred miles Of Melrose . But

it may rather be remarked, that to adduce such anexpression
as proof of the English authorship Of this part of the Chronicle ,
be trays a forgetfulness of the relative positionand circumstances
of the two countries whenthese words were penned. Prior to

the bloody wars commenced by Edward the First, and the feel
ings of enmity which, originating inthem, continued to inflame
the twonations with mutual hatred to a period comparatively
recent, the sovere igns of N orthernand SouthernBritainwere ,
ingeneral, uponterms of intimacy, if not of friendship ; and

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however much the expressioncommented upon, whenViewed
under the influence of modernprejudices,might seem a proof
ofanEnglish origin, it couldnot at first convey any such idea.

That the English authorship of this early part of the history
may appear the more obvious, N icolson“ argues that the mo
nastery of Melrose itself seems to have beeninthe hands of the
English, from the fact that Waltheof, brother to Henry earl of

N orthumberland, and of Simonearl of N orthampton, inWhom
he recognises only the scionOf a southernfamily, was made
abbot of Melrose ; forgetting that his mother, the countess Ma

tildaj rbecame the wife of David, prince of Cumberland, who
afterwards ascended the throne Of Scotland.

The same writer says,1that “ inthe year 1157, the abbot of

Dundrainan, or some Of his countrymen, was most probably the

introduced passages which must be considered original ? From

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no small value ; yet we are compelled, onthe other, to own
that the ir habits Of original thinking and Observationwere
proportionally weakened by thus slavishly adopting sentiments
and Views, insome instances, opposed to what must have been
their original impressions. We also see the utility of tracing,
as far as possible, to their source, the various materials from
which the early portionOf this, as of almost all our chronicles,
are formed ; Ofnoting those peculiarities arising from time,
locality, or other adventitious circumstances, which may tend
to throw a colouring over the testimony of the narrator ; and
of distinguishing that portionof the history which is a compila
tionfromanteriorwriters,Whose works are preserved, fromthat
which is the result of the historian’s ownobservation, orwhich,
from creditable authority, he may think worthy Of be ing re

corded. If such writers as Hoveden, Knyghton,Walsingham,

Matthew of Westminster, and many others, both English and
Scottish,were subjected to such a scrutiny, the advantage of the

system would soonbe Obvious ; the ir bulky volumes would
dwindle into pages, and their authority, as historical evidence ,
be confined withinthirty or forty years anterior to the period
inwhich the respective authors lived. The only use to which
we could turnthe rejected matter, would be to afford various

readings for the works which form the basis Of each compila
t ion; thus, for instance, the manuscripts of Florence of Worces

ter would furnish a better text of Asser
’

s life of Alfred ; the
manuscripts of Hovedenmight be collated for anew edi tion
of Simeonof Durhamand Benedictus Abbas ; and the copies
of Walsinghammight serve to compensate for the loss of all

save the one existingmanuscript Of the valuable chronicles of

Troklowe and Blaneford.
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The ChroniconRythmicum, which has beenintroduced into
the Chroni cle of Melrose by a hand of the early part of the

fourteenth century, must be considered aninterpolation, and
is totallyunconnected with the history inwhich it is found ; as
such, it has beenseparate d fromthe text, and placed at the end
of the volume .

’ The same has beendone with the contents of
fol. 53 of the manuscript,‘l containing memoranda, which, in
anextended form, have beeninserted inthe ir respective places
inthe text.
When, or by what means, the manuscriptnow inthe British

Museum came into the hands Of Sir Robert Cotton, cannot
now be ascertained. The Editor is inclined to think that by
some accident it was carried Off fromMelrose at a period, if
not anterior to, at least immediately after, the Reformation.

Had it beenpreserved there whenViscount Haddingtonhad
a grant of the abbey-lands, it is probable that he would have
preserved it along with the splendid collectionof chartersl
which came into his possessionuponthat occasion, or that some
extracts from it would have beenfound inhis “ Collections of
Charters, Evidents, and Antiquities, now inthe Advocates’

It is worthy of remark that the Cottonianlibrary possesses another manuscript which
originated inthe Scriptoriumof Melrose . The volume marked Julius, B. xii i. contains,
besides other matter, a short chronicle, extendingfromthe birth of our Saviour to the year
249. The strongly marked character of the handwriting, exhibiting itself inthe sys

tematic adherence to peculiarities inthe use and formationof certainletters and symbols,
proves, beyond a doubt, that the scribe was the same as he who commenced the Chronicle
of Melrose . Hadnot that worthy monk prefaced his labours by anintroductionshowing
the predetermined and satisfactory principle which led him to commence his annals with
the year 735, the perfect similarity betweenthe two Cottonianmanuscripts inthe size of

the vellum, thenumber of lines ineach page, the arrangement of the text, and other coinci
deuces,might almut lead to the belief that both thesemanuscripts were originally destined
to formone volume.
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Second, That the first portion,namely, fromthe commence
ment to about the year 1140, is a compilationfrom
existinghistories, and, consequently, is to be used
with caution.

Third, That the second portion,namely, fromabout the year
1140 to the terminationof the volume, is possess
ed Of the highest credibility, be ing the test imony
of individuals who lived seldom later thanhalf a
century from the occurrence of the events which
they record.

To the kindness of David L aing, esquire , secre tary of the

Bannatyne Club, the Editor is indebted for the use of a copy of
the Oxford edition, which was formerly the property of the

learned and judicious David Macpherson, a gentlemanto whom
the history of Scotland is under infinite obligations. Although
it appears fromamemorandum that anew editionwas intend
ed, he hasnot proceeded further thanincollating with the ori
ginal manuscript such passages as inthe course of his reading
he had reasonto suspect were incorrectly printed. He has also

added a fewnotes, very different indeed fromwhat would have
beengivenhad he carried his proj ect into full execution, but,
eveninthe ir present unfinished state , worthy Of anattentive

Imay remark that
Goodall and Hailes are somewhat indoubt as to the year inwhich this irrupt ionoccurred, incon
sequence of the former editionof this Chronicle having erroneously, and contrary to the reading of
the manuscript, placed it in1262.
