fuch mag ni ficent Edifices, and foch flupendous S truéi ures,
that the Reliques and Ru ins of them which remain a t this

But the Romans d id not imploy themfelves only inW

of thi s Na tu re . They were alfo the

feem beyond C redi t . For all the C anfs -ways of note at this

were therefore become, in a manne r , one people , and con

fequently that i t was thei r Interefl to promo te the g ood and

wellfare of thi s C i ty by mag n ificent Build ing s, &c . What
Form their pr ivate Houfes were bu ilt in, I am no t able to

determine, having

not met wi th any defcript ion of them.

And thus we are come to the times of that illuflrious Bri

tilh Heroine Boad icia, Relift of Prafutag us K ing of the Iceni ,

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their ancient L iberty. Whereupon they firfl fet upon the

Garr ifons of the Veteran Sould iers, defeated the Nin th Le

g ion, and put to the Sword many thoufand Romans and

ociates that inhabi ted thi s C i ty ; after which they
fat the C i ty on Fi re in feveral Places, before Sue tonius C c

vernour of the Province could ~rally his fcat ter

Thus this g lorious C i ty was reduced to an Heapof Rub

b i ih , and cont inued a g reat while in a defolate Condi tion ,

Having thus far endeavoured to g iven fuccinét Account

of London as i t was in the t ime of the Romans, from my
